Each Scholarship is equivalent to the value of a year of school fees (FULL) or part thereof
(PARTIAL) annually, which is deducted from the annual school fees charged to the student.

Students who excel in various fields of endeavour, especially in the following areas: academic,
cultural/aesthetic, sport and Christian leadership.

Students who can demonstrate that they can make an outstanding contribution to the life of
the College.

It is preferable that applicants have special skills or abilities that will contribute to and
complement the College’s educational or cultural or sporting programs. Such examples include
evidence of exemplary academic performance, participating in music and literary competitions,
playing a sport at a national or international level, or similar.
